Dear Wants the Best,
This is an excellent question, and I am thrilled to have the

opportunity to address it. We know that the most important aspect of
reading is comprehension. Studies show
that students who participate in drama
increase their oral reading skills and their
reading comprehension. In fact, I feel
strongly that drama be recognized as a
language art, as well as a performing art. 

Celebrate your son’s success and encourage him to read and
re-read his script. As he acts it out and learns the new vocabulary
therein, you will see that his reading will improve. In fact, after the
musical is over, I would encourage him to take his favorite and/or new
books and act them out. If he can perform them for an audience—all
the better!  

While you’re at it, let him act out Bible stories!

As a child, I felt that God wanted me to be a doctor
when I grew up. Because I loved children, I thought I
would be a pediatrician. I worked toward that goal
until I graduated from college with a degree in
chemistry.

What I didn’t realize at that time was that God’s call for me was to be
a child’s doctor, but it wasn’t to heal children physically, it was to heal them
spiritually. And so, after He closed the doors to med schools, I had the
blessing of being a wife and mother of four sons. Through them, I was
drawn to education and earned my teaching credential, my master’s in
curriculum and instruction, and my administration credential.  While
acquiring these degrees, I learned about a doctoral program in education
that was ideal for my real-life purposes.
