Michael grew up in East Los Angeles in a Chris-
tian home in the heart of the Mexican barrio. Both
his father and grandfather were ministers. When he
was nine years old, Michael’s father came home with
a paperback book called Nuclear Forces. Not realiz-
ing it was a college textbook, Michael read it and fell
in love with science and felt in his heart he was des-
tined to be a scientist.

“someone who believed in

Native Americans from New Mexico
at Care and Kindness Event

One spirit-lifting highlight from our 12th an-
nual care and Kindness Conference was the atten-
dance of two separate groups of “Indians” from
New Mexico (see photos above). One group con-
sisted of five Navajos from Sanostee, a small town
in northwest New Mexico. Two in their group had
attended last year. This year, they came back with
enthusiastic stories about how their church was
reaching out to people who were lonely and sick,
and everyone was taking part. This, they claimed,
was a result of attending Care and Kindness 2008.

All the members of another first-time group
were Apaches from an entirely different part of
New Mexico. They didn't know the Navajos at all.
They consisted of sixteen women from an RCA
church in the village of Dolce on the lJicarilla
Apache Indian Reservation.

Both groups said they loved what they learned
and were certain to be back in 2010.
