In 1972, Bill and Elsie Baker of Australia,
concerned about the  decline of the church in

their country, visited Dr. Norman Vincent Peale,
whose book they had used to encourage
Australian ministers. Dr. Peale suggested
they also speak with a young pastor in
Southern California, so the Bakers met with
Dr. Robert H. Schuller. On a return trip to
Garden Grove in 1974, they discussed the
possibility of an Hour of Power broadcast in
Australia, which became a reality in 1976.
By 1980, the Hour of Power international 

outreach expanded, when our Canadian ministry
was established. By 1981, the broadcast range

grew to cover Canada from the Maritimes to
British Columbia. 

In 1989, media mogul Rupert Murdoch
launched the first satellite TV channel in
Europe. “That was the catalyst that initiated
the full expansion of the Hour of Power
worldwide,” says John Townend, Director

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1976 Australia: The Hour of
Power airs in Sydney in
October, reaching 70% of
Australian households within
two months.

1980 Canada: The Canadian
Hour of Power is established
and in later years contributes
to the launching of the Dutch
and German ministries.

1989 Europe: Rupert
Murdoch pledges free Hour of
Power TV time as long as he
retains network ownership,
which he does to this day.

1989 Russia: Doing God’s
work in Russia also includes
the Russian Farm Project,
launched in 1993 and now a
non-profit corporation, one of
Russia’s largest agricultural
food product providers.

1991 Netherlands: The 
Hour of Power is launched,
and in 1999 national coverag
is achieved through RTL 5.
Now more than 200,000 viewe
watch the Hour of Power in
Holland every Sunday.

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1992 Germany: The Hour of
Power ministry is registered. In
2004, national coverage is
achieved through VOX, a
major television channel in
Germany. “The German people
need the positive and powerful
message of the Hour of
Power,” Managing Director,
Hour of Power Germany, Frank
Handrich says.

1993 Switzerland: Another
European ministry for the Hour
of Power is established. The
VOX telecast gives 100% 
coverage, and now funds for
the Swiss ministry come from
its Eagles and Golden Eagles
clubs, the Crystal Cathedral
Ambassadors program, and
many other generous donors.

1995 New Zealand: The
Hour of Power first goes to air,
but even before the Hour of
Power is broadcast in New
Zealand, locals support the
program by purchasing tapes
and sending donations to
Australia.

2000 Hong Kong: After
many years of trying to secure
good coverage for the Hour of
Power, our weekly telecasts
commence on ATV. In 1977,
Dr. Robert H. Schuller becomes
well-known in Hong Kong
when his book, Move Ahead
with Possibility Thinking, is
translated into Chinese.

2005 South Africa: The
annual cost of TV airtime in
South Africa is $4,000. “We
ask for your prayers for this
funding,” Henry Pool says,
“because we serve a prayer-
answering God.”

A MESSAGE FROM OUR FOUNDING PASTOR

Many years ago, traveling by
airplane to another city, a

businessman gave me his card,
asking me, “What business are
you in?” I answered, “Oh, I’m in
a global company, and you will
find us at work all around the
world.” Impressed, he said,
“Really, is it Shell Oil?” He went
on to name other international
companies, and I answered, “No,

I am a member of the clergy with the
Church of Jesus Christ, and we have repre-
sentatives in countries around the globe.”

Yes, hundreds of years before our 
high-tech culture, e-mail, television, the
Internet — yes, even before telephones and
airplanes — the church already was in the
global business of building the kingdom of
Jesus Christ.

My childhood farm was pretty much
isolated from the outside world, yet at our
country church we heard courageous stories
of missionaries like David Livingstone,
attacked by a lion in Africa; Dr. Ida
Scudder, the first doctor to give medical
help to women in India; and my Uncle
Henry, a missionary to China.

So, at the very beginning
of the drive-in church in
1955, our church budget
included the support of a
missionary in Japan, and one
in South Africa. In the
1970s, we went on to build a
medical clinic in Chiapas,
Mexico, and a school in a
remote mountain village in
Korea. We purchased a 

helicopter for the jungles of New Guinea.
Via global television, we became 

missionaries to the world — with all its
contradicting philosophies, competing
faiths, hostile religions, conflicting cultures,
and warring politics. For 37 years,
messages of our positive Christian faith
were delivered to millions of television
viewers in dozens of countries.  

What a calling we have, to share univer-
sally the Gospel of Jesus Christ: Faith,
Hope, and Love.

May our prayer always be, “God, use
me to show Your caring love to the world.
‘Here I am...use me.’”

Here I am…use me!

Production challenges didn’t bother the honors graduate
from the London Film School. First, John had to find the
Australian counterpart for the Ed Arnold volunteer announcer
spot. When he realized that, for the ministry to be successful,
they had to be able to pay their airtime bills, he got into 
fund-raising.

John’s first attempt at raising support was simple — he figured
out that he needed 5,000 people to contribute $2 a week. And that’s
how the Australian ministry’s “Growing 5,000” club was born. Over
the years, tens of thousands of Australians have been members of this
group, and current members contribute $25 a month. The group has
contributed enough funds to help set up other ministries in Europe
and New Zealand.

John runs the Crystal Cathedral International Ministries from

German-born Daniela joined the Crystal Cathedral
Ministries eight years ago, after she moved to the United
States from Italy to marry her husband. Her command of
three languages — English, German, and Italian — made
her the ideal person for the job.

overseas ministries, the Crystal Cathedral, and the general public.

world — reaching homes across the war-torn Middle
East; in HIV/AIDS-and poverty-devastated Africa; in
secular Europe; in 98% of Australia and New Zealand;
and in China, Hong Kong, and other parts of Asia.

Some of these countries support their own regional TV expenses, but
many — especially the poorest places where people need our
message the most — cannot. The Hour of Power “headquarters,”
located at the Crystal Cathedral in the United States, currently
provides over $600,000 a year to help cover these costs, but the
need is much greater.

Any gift you send — of $40, $30, 20, or more (whatever
amount God lays on your heart) — will help broadcast the 
message of God’s love around the world, bringing hope to the
hopeless!

of Hour of Power International, “because now people all over
the U.K., Holland, Germany, and other Central European
countries were able to see it.”

On December 25, 1989, with more than 250 million watching,
Dr. Robert H. Schuller made history as the first pastor to deliver
a Christmas message on Soviet television. Today, the Hour of
Power is available across Russia and the countries that used to
form the Soviet Union. 

Established in 1991, the Dutch ministry expanded in 1997,
when Jan van den Bosch, an inde-
pendent TV producer and former
presenter for Dutch National
Television, moved the Hour of
Power to a more widely viewed
channel. Today, it is considered
one of the most respected TV 
programs in Holland, recently 
celebrating its 400th broadcast.

Established in 1992, by 2004, Hour of Power Germany had
reached 110 million potential German-speaking Europeans each
week through the popular VOX network. Currently, the goal for
the German ministry to become self-supporting by 2009.

In 1993, the Hour of Power “crossed” from Germany into
neighboring Switzerland, reaching thousands through CNBC
and VOX. 

The Hour of Power was first televised in New Zealand in
1995, expanding in 1997 onto one of the country’s three major
TV networks. Today, the Hour of Power is available in 98% of
New Zealand homes.

The Hong Kong ministry opened in 2000, and the Hour of
Power began airing in 2001. Plans are currently underway to
expand viewership by four to eight times what it is today. 

Hour of Power South Africa was established in 2005. Its
volunteer director, Henry Pool, firmly believes that broadcast-
ing the positive faith message will help tremendously in bring-
ing down the crime rate in his country.

Our offices in the United States and abroad help the Hour
of Power broadcast reach to Africa, Papua and New Guinea,
Southern Indian, the Philippines, Jordan, Egypt, Iran, Iraq,
Kuwait, Syria, Mainland China; and closer to home, Bermuda,
Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands, and more.

Possibility thinkers, like the people in this story and others
like them, are the powerful friends who make it possible to
broadcast the Hour of Power to every corner of the world.  ■

Sydney, Australia, where he also is still in charge of the Australian 
ministry. He’s on the road about one third of the year, visiting headquarters
in Garden Grove and the various ministry offices around the world. In
Garden Grove, his able assistant Daniela Soufi (see sidebar) is the 
in-house liaison with the world.

“I’ve been with the Hour of Power longer than with my wife Helen,”
John adds, “but I knew Helen first.” John and Helen have been married 30
years, and they have two sons, Nicholas, 29, and Geoffrey, 28. Helen
taught high school English and returned to work part time after her 
children grew up. “But now she takes care of me full time,” says John.

John spends his early mornings working with the office in California.
By mid-morning, he’s working with Australia and New Zealand, and he
spends afternoons with Asia and evenings with Europe. “I don’t need
much sleep, and I work a lot out of my home.”

“Queen Victoria used to say that, ‘The sun never sets on the British
Empire,’” John says. “I say, the sun never sets on the Hour of Power.” ■
