she says, recalling the years she spent performing in church and school choirs before heading to
Nashville, Tennessee, to attend Fisk University, where she earned a degree in vocal performance.
After attending Fisk, Mandisa remained in Nashville, where she performed backup for a wide

variety of Christian artists
including Don Moen, Twila
Paris, Sarah Groves, Sandi
Patty, and more. She aso
traveled across the country
singing with various worship
conferences and a women's
events before venturing onto
the American Idol stage.

Her faith playsamgjor role
in her life, a role that was
evident to Mandisa's fellow
Idol contestants, the judges,
and viewers.
