Chapter Project


Begin to think of a way that you can explore the concept of probability in a very practical situation. Your investigation will need to include a discussion and explanation of the following topics:

· The sample space of the probability experiment

· The Classical & Empirical probabilities of each aspect of the probabilty experiment

· Any conditional probabilities that may occur

· Are the events independent of dependent and why

· Multiplication and/or Addition Rules

· Are the events mutually exclusive?

· Any counting principles used to determine the sample space

· Any counting principles used to determine probabilities

The format of this project will be discussed in class. For now, just begin to think of a probability experiment that you would like to perform for this assignment Some examples include:

· Roll two dice 100 times.

· Flip a coin 100 times.

· Choose two cards from a deck of cards 100 times with or without replacement.

· Choose two colored marbles from a bag of colored marbles with or without replacement.

· Choose a randomly generated number 100 times using technology (Excel).

· Randomly choose two names from a hat and record whether they are male or female.
