Creation Senses Project

Your first project will be based on the days of Creation.  Imagine that you are there as God creates “all that you see and all that you don’t see.”  What does it look like?  Sound like?  Smell like?  Does it have a soundtrack?  Which color do you think he made first?  Which animal was the first to make a sound?  Did it make a huge noise, or was it like whispers across blades of grass?

Your group of 3 people will pick on day and describe in detail what you imagine it was like, using your human senses.  You will be graded on 

1.  Poster (25 points)


-Bible verse


-Pictures of what was created that day


- Descriptive words (Could be words or phrases or a paragraph)


-Color

2.  Song (10 Points)


-Approved by me


-On CD or on an iPod ready to play


-Demonstrates the feeling of that day or accompanies your creative vision of 

that day

- Can have lyrics, be classical, or just sounds

3.  Presentation (15 Points)


-5-10 minutes in length, including song


-Tell us WHY you picked the song, colors, images, words, etc


-Tell us what you think that day was like and why you picked it


-Tell us something you think took place that day that no one ever thinks of


-Ask us (the class) questions about that day: Examples: Which animals first?  

 Did He create the stars in a pattern or randomly?  Etc. 

   
**4. Extra Credit (up to 10 Points)

You can titillate your classes senses by bringing in snacks  for the class that are along the line of your days’ theme (moon pies, animal cookies, etc.) but you must bring enough for the whole class (30 people)
