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Basic Class Information
This class is designed to be a survey of the major events of the Old Testament. 

Students should come prepared to class every day with their Bible, journal, writing utensil and any assigned homework/journal completed.  Readings are assigned ahead of time for class discussion on a schedule.  Quizzes or short writing assignments may be given to assess the student’s understanding of the reading or a discussion from a previous day.

The course format is group discussion.  Participation is mandatory.  Students who are called on and have not read the passage for the day will lose participation points.

Journals are collected every 3 weeks for a journal grade.  Journals can be done at any time or made up between journal check dates

There will be several projects and one large semester project, a character study of an Old Testament Character.
