Due Date: Tuesday April 27th, 2010 

· Using the country from your Social Studies country report, you will be taking an imaginary vacation. Using resources such as a travel website, travel books or even a real travel agent, you will plan and budget a six day – five night trip to your country.

· You will randomly be assigned either a low or high budget for your trip. Low budget trips will have a spending limit of $2,500.00 and high budget trips will have a spending limit of $5,000.00.

Budget Restrictions: 

· At least 90% of your budget must be spent.

· You may not go over budget or points will be deducted.

· [image: image1.wmf]All money must be converted into local currency, unless American dollars are used as the country’s sole currency.

· The budget should be spent on the following required purchases:

· Transportation to your country (Airfare)

· Hotel Accommodations for five nights.

· At least two meals per day.

· Local transportation. (Rental car, Bus, Taxi, Train, etc.)

· Any leftover money should be spent on recreational activities, entrance fees to museums or souvenirs.

Report Guidelines:

· Report must be typed, 12 pt. Times New Roman font and Double-Spaced. (No Exceptions!)

· Report must include a cover page, table of contents, and must be in a report folder.

Required Information for your Report:
· A separate page for each day of your trip. Each page must include the following information:
· A narrative of what you did on that day. Make this very detailed. Each day should be covered in a few 4-5 sentence paragraphs. Remember quality counts, not just quantity!

· For example: Day One should be all about traveling to your country, arriving there, getting to your hotel, checking in, eating meals and maybe going somewhere. Be detailed and specific to your country.

· List any money that you spent on that day and be specific about what you purchased. Keep a running budget for each day and make sure you subtract that from your total budget. Don’t forget to carry that amount over to the next day. Do not go over budget!

· You need to visit at least six different locations in your country. You can space this out over your trip, but you need to visit six different attractions or tourist locations.

· Include photos or pictures in your report related to the places you visit. Place them on the page for that day’s events if possible.

· The final day should include a narrative about returning home and a reflective paragraph about your entire trip. Also include any money that was left over from your budget.

· A Budget Breakdown Page: This page, (provided by Mr. Bayouk) should be at the end of your “Daily” pages and will breakdown your budget per day. Just fill it in.

· Include a page that cites (lists) where you got all of the information from your report. Be specific. Don’t just make things up; they must come from researched sources. Wikipedia is not allowed as a source. You must have at least one non-internet source or 10% will be deducted from your report grade.

· The very last page of your report should be this information page. 10% will be deducted if it is missing from your report.
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Food Item Guidelines:

· A food item must be made from your country. The recipe must be included in your report.

· Food must be home-made, or semi-home made, it can not just be purchased completely prepared.

· This food item is due on the day of our International Luncheon, Tuesday May 4th. 
Travel Brochure:

· Create a small travel brochure to advertise the country you went to, don’t forget to highlight the interesting places you “visited”. Include Photos and captions, make it colorful and attractive.
