· Give Specific Examples (panel 2)
· Include pictures (photos, clip-art, hand-drawn) about the career you have chosen with captions. (panels 1, 2 & 3)

· Your Name, Class, Due-Date, and Mr. Bayouk at the bottom of panel 1.
