Due: Tuesday November 17th  
For this science report you will need to choose an animal. (No two students may choose the same animal and no domesticated animals please.) You will be researching your animal and then sharing your findings with the class.
This Project will have two parts.

Part 1: The Report
· The report must be typed, double-spaced 12 pt. Times New Roman font; it must be placed in a report folder. (Not a 3-ring binder)
· Please include a table of contents as well as a bibliography page at the end of your report. (At least 3 sources: Internet sources are okay, you must include the web address in the bibliography, but you must use at least one book, not the encyclopedia.) Remember not to copy information from your sources, use your own words. (NO WIKIPEDIA, Please!)
· The report needs to be between 2-3 pages in length. (not including table of contents or bibliography) Please number all pages.
· The report needs to have a cover page which gives the name of your animal as well as a colored hand drawn image of your animal as well as your name and heading information. 
· You will need to include pictures of your animal; these pages are not included in the 2-3 page requirement.  The pictures may be photographs, copies or hand-drawn.

· The report must have the following information: (Use these as paragraph headings; your table of contents should include these items.)
· Classification

· Lifespan

· Physical Description

· Habitats
· Diet
· Reproduction (Live-bearers or Egg-layers)
· Endangered? Why? What’s being done to hurt/help?
· Interaction with Humans

· Related Animals (Animals in the same family)
· This information page must be the last page of your report. ( -10% if missing)
Part 2: The Visual – 2 choices
· Create a diorama.

· The diorama must be detailed and show your animal in their natural habitat.

· Label the items in your diorama; use a regular size shoebox.

· On the outside of the box, place index cards that contain a short description of your animal’s physical description, diet, lifespan and habitat.
· Create a mobile (must balance).

· The mobile must have pictures of your animal.
· You also need to include index cards that contain information on physical description, diet, lifespan and habitat.
